High or' low line bordeaux mix-
ture plus DDT gave the Rest- con:
trol of the Colofado potat beeue,
tlea beetle, potato leat hopper, and
six spotted leathopper. Of the
tungicides used In sprays, Diathane
plus zing sulphdte, llme and Bor:
‘dow ¥-48 gave yields significantly
better than the ather materigla. In
the dust plots there were no out-
standing differedces in yleld or In-
sect control anng the 16 meater-
fals tested.

From uzenesulmoftbetests the
tollowing recommendations can be
made for potato disease and in-
sect control.

For sprayiog — one and one half
pounds of 50 percent Wettable'DDT
combined with M 100 borfleaux
mixture spray. The bordeaux mix-
ture is composed of § pounds of
copper sulphate (blud .vitri§l), 4
pounds - of hydrated Nme tu!d 100
gallons of water.

_For dusting — 3 percent DDT fn
a 7 per cent copper dust.

Frequency of /application varies
with weather conditions and fn-|
sect infestations, but the 1946 test
results show that applicationg avery
10 days or oftener are advisable.
