Approximately 1,150 Farmington
residents took| advantage of the
three-day visit jof the Mobile X-ray.
unit of the Michigan Department
of Health, which Was located in
the Detrolt Edison office, Monday
and Tuesday,’
the Farmington High School on
Wednesday, May 7.

X-rays were alfered (ree of charge
to all residents of this community
quring the three-day visit. The
unit was Drought to Farmington
through the cogperation of the Oak-
land County Health Department,
the Oakland County Tuberculosis
Association angd the Oakland Coun-
ty Medlcal Soclety. .

The large number of, Farmington
persons taking advantage of the
X-ray service ihdicates the willing-
mess of the ‘pepple of this commu-
nity to cooperate in the fight a-
galnst tuberculosis. Free service
enabled many Farmington residents
to have chedt| X-rays taken that
might not havg been able to do so
otherwise. '

A total of 737 persons had X-rays
taken Monday|and Tuesday after-
noon at the Detroit Edison office
on South Farmington’ Road. On
Wednesday th¢ mobile unit moved
to the gymnasium building of the
Farmington High School where ap-
proximately 400 high school stu-
deots and teachers had X-rays. tak-
en.” Children [ below high school
age were mnot|X-rayed. .

Each persod baving an Xeray
taken was giyen a penny postal
card to self address. This card wiil
be returned tg you om completion
of a study of [your X-ray, if there
are no .abnormalities. You wilt be
notified to 'see your physician if
the X-ray shows any irregularities.
This Is dond so that your physician
can study tie X-ray and explain the
abnormality .t you. This does not
necessarily .mean that you, beve
tubereulosis, but only that some ir-
ts. The report is
sent to your physiclan becavse it
is detailed and in medical terms
that the average layman may mot
be able to interpret.

With Farmiogton's total the mo-
bile X-ray unit has X-rayed, free of
charge, approkimately 31,039 per-
sons in Oakiand County. The unit
was first set up in Blrmingham on
January 28, 1947. It then thoved
to Ferndale, and through the nor-
thern part of Oakland County snd
then to Farmington.
