Every resident is urged to parti-
cipate fn the observance of Poppy
Days by wearing the flowers whiclr
are crepe paper replicas of the =iy
popples which grow in France and
Belgium where so manyiof the
baitles of both wars were: fought.
They are the popples which grew
“Dbetween the crosses, Tow n.Tow",
inithe World War I battie ceme-
teries and 80 became the memorial
tiower for the war dead. Now they
symbolize memory for those who
diéd for America on land, sea
and in the alr in every pan of
theé world.

Mrs. Dawn Larson is chairman
of the Poppy Day committee for the
American Legion Auxiliary,/end
her team captaing are Mrs, Mhrion
Gow and Mrs. Katherine Carrier.
The sale by the Veterans: of For
eign Wars will be chairmaned by
Post Commander MacDengld and
his committee.

Each flower is made by hand by
a-disabled veteran. The work gives
the disabled men something inter-
esting to do during the long hours
of; hospitalization and convalesc:
ence. It occupies their hands and
minds, helping them get well. It
also enables them to earn money,
whlch builds thelr morale and
makes things ensfer for themselves
and their famiites.

The popples are belng unpacked
and counted by the poppy commit-
tees, and made ready for the volun-
teér workers who will distribute
them in all parts of the City on
Poppy Days. No price will be
asked for the little flowers, but
everyone receiving one will be ask-
ed to contribute; something for the
welfare of the ‘dlsabled veterans,
their families and the familles of
the dend. The Poppy Day contribu-
tion makes possible the extensive
rehabilitation and child welfare
work carried on’ by-‘our veterans

organizations. '
