Garden
Chatter

One of the newest stoop -
savers in gardening is seed
embedded in water - soluble
tape. Seeds are accurately
spaced according to kind.

The gardener need only
open a trench in previously -
prepared soil, lay the tape in
the bottom, cover to the depth
given in the directions on the
package; and firm soil to tape.

Rain or artificial water will
dissolve the tape, leaving
seeds in place, ready to grow.

GARDENERS who have
trouble after eating cucum-
bers should grow the kind
named Burpless.

Its low acid content allows
anyone to indulge and yet be
comfortable afterward.

IN SPEAKING of beans,
why do people always say
“green'’ beans?

‘There also are yellow beans
(more commonly known as
“wax" beans) and purple -
podded beans which turn
green when cooked.

A GOOD “mixer" in any
garden is baby's breath, with
its delicate branching "habit
and tiny white blossoms.

It succeeds in any soil, in
full sun, and matures so
quickly that you'll need to sow
seeds every two weeks in
order to have flowers all
summer.

WHY NOT grow perennial
flowers from seeds? If sown in
spring the little plants will be
ready to move into permanent
locations well before frost.

A good many kinds will have
a flower or two the first year.

ANY HIGH analysis soluble
fertilizer may be used as a
“starter” solution to pour
around plants when they are
moved from one size container
to another or from container
to garden,

HOUSE PLANTS can be
grown from seeds at any time
of year. Asparagus fern,
gloxinias, cinerarias,
begonias and cacti are among
those readily produced in this
manner.

NOW THERE ARE first generation hybrids
of portulacas too! And this class, named Sunk-
iss, has larger flowers on larger plants than the
ones you're previously grown.

New Portulaca,
Poppy Introduced

Among the easiest annual
flowers to grow from seeds
are portulacas (rose moss)
and California poppies. So any
new varieties of these two
flowers are doubly welcome to
gardeners,

The new class of portulacas,
named Sunkiss, are first
generation hybrids, which
have not previously been
available in this particular
flower.

The product of Dr. David
Gilbart, a plant breeder, they
have double flowers with
ruffled petals, larger than
those you've previously
grown.

Blooms may grow up to 2%
inches across and the dwarf
plants may spread two feet in
diameter.

Seeds of Sunkiss can be
bought in separate flower
colors: scarlet - red, pink,
gold, cream, orange and

white. This means that you
can use portulacas to paint
garden pictures in the same

IT HAS BEEN some time
since a new California poppy
was introduced and this
newcomer, Ballerina, looks as
its name suggests. The dainty
flowers with their crinkled
petals literally dance in the
breeze.

Seeds are available in a
mixture of colors which in-
clude cream, rose. orange and
apricot.

While portulacas enjoy poor
soil and a place in full sun,
California poppies perform
best where summers are not
scorching, though they, too,
grow and bloom well in sun
and are not particular about
the quality of soil around their
roots.

A NEW MIXTURE of California poppies
has crinkled petals so that the flowers looked
like upturned skirts. [t’s called Ballerina for
those dancing petals.
