Year after
year literally millions of pafriotic
Americans, as well as visiting dig-
nitaries, make the pllgrimages to
these shrines to pay homafe to
those who died that the republic
might live. ;
0f all shrines probably ng.one is
closer to the heart of the average
American than Mount Vernon;

Familiar to every Americin and
known to countless foreigners is
the gleaming white plazza of Mount
Vernon. Here George Washington
lived the lite he loved best, that ot
a prosperous country squire. Re-
luctantly he left his acres to lead
the colonies as Commander-in-
Chief of the Continental ~Army.
Wearily he returned for two quict
years after his second term:in the
highest oftice of the nation he bad
helped to found. C
“1 can truly say,” he once. wrote,
“I had ‘rather be at Mount Vernon
with a triend or two about me, than
to be attended at the seat 0f EOV-
ernment by the officers of state
and the representatives of. every
power in Europe.” Washington,
the bold and cool statesman, Was
also a wise and tireless farmer.
The central part of Mount Ver-
non was built in-1743 by Lawrence
Washington, George's halt-hrother.
George, who had lived here with
Lawrence for several years, zequir-
ed- the estate In 1754, Between
1773 and 1787 be enlarged the house
on the north and south ends, until
it appeared as it does today: Near-
ly twenty outbuildings formed a
small village, 'in which fitty or
more house servants and artisans
lived and worked to make the plan-
tation an almost selt-contained com-
munity. Here the tired and honored
general dfed on December 14, 1799,

He lived
there until he set out, in 1776, to
take his seat in the Continental
Congress, and again from’ 1783 to
his death in 1799. Here he brought
his bride in 1760.

The portico of the dignified old
manilon commands an impressive
view of the river across its pleas-
ant lawns. The rooms contain
much of the original furniture and
many relics of Washington and his
times, including the bed In which
he died; his swords,.clothlng, wine
Dhottles, and other things he used;
the key to the 'Bastille, presented
to him by LaFayette; and the in-
