Paul Schrelber
moved that the resolution calling
for the special election to seek the
approval of the qualitied electors
on a millage increase and bond Is-
sue be approved. It was seconded
and passed unanimously on a roll
call vote. -

10 MILL INCREASE

The Board is asking for the ap-
proval by the people to borrow
$450,000 and fssue bonds to cover
this amount for the purpose of pro-
ceeding with construction of two
new school bulldings and one ad-
dition. The second question the °
‘Board seeks approval on is the zu-
thority to increase the tax limi-
tation by 10 mills for 5 years, or
1% of the assessed valuation in
order to finance the bonds.

Two separate questions will be -
voted on in the speciol election.
One concerns the inerease in the,
tax limitation and the other a band
fssue. The tax increase. question
requires a two-thirds majority for
passage, while the bond issue re-
quires ooly a simple majority.
Qualifications for voters in this
election are that they be registered
voters of the District, citizens of
the United States, over 21 years of
age and residents of the State of
Michigan for six months and of the
District 20 days prior to the date of
the election. An additional require-
ment on the bond issue is that vot-
ers be owners of property assessed
for school taxes within the Dis-
trict, or the lawful husband or wife
of such owner. .
