PERFORMS
PIANO RHAPSODY

Fhursday and Friday evening,
February 19 and 20, marked the
appeerance of the Hungarian vir-
tuogo planist, Andor Foldes, with
the Detroit Symphony at Music
Hall. Mr. Foldes chose as his
number, the “Rhapsody for Pizno
and Orchestra”, by Leroy Robert-
son, eminent American composer.
The work in dtself was a gem of
native beauty, speaking eloquently
of the grandeur of the American
West, where Mr. Robertson is a
resident. He is, in the opinion of
many, one of our finest and most
Iyrical composers. Of Mr. Foldes’
performances, it can be said that he
played with unusual agility and
speed, handling each difficuit pas-
sage with remarkable dexterity.

Mr. Foldes, who began his mu-
sleal career at the age of six,
studied with Ernest von Dohnangl,
head of the Franz Liszt Academy in
Hungary. Called a.natural born
pianist, he has made extended Con-
cert tours throughout Europe, and
since his arrival in Americe in
1939, has won leurels from noted
music crities in the United States.

Mozart's “Overture to the Mar-
rlage of Figaro" opened the pro-
gram, and then, following the pro-
gram, Symphony No. 8 in F Major
by Beethoven.
