Baker Asks
For Dune
Protection

State Rep. Raymond L.
Baker (R - Farmington) has
introduced a bill to protect
sand dunes along Michigan’s
Great Lakes from destruction
by mining and misuse by all -
terrain vehicles.

Baker, whose district in-
cludes all of Farmington and
part of Southfield, says the bill
would provide much - need
controls while not totally
banning sand mining or
operation of all - terrain
vehicles in dune areus.

“Michigan’s dunes are one
of our most popular and prized
resources, providing unique
outdoor experiences for our
citizens and for visitors.
However, our sand dunes are
threatened by both
unregulated sand mining and
reckless and destructive use
of dune buggtes, snowmobiles,
motorcycles and other all -
terrain vehicles.”

Baker says removal of sand,
destruction of dune vegetation
and hastening of erosion are
all increasing alarmingly. His
bill would prohibit removal of
sand on all publicly - owned
sand dunes unless a permit is
issued by the Department of
Natural Resources.

The bill also requires the
department to determine
where all - terrain vehicles
should be allowed by
establishing zones where use
is restricted or where use is

. prohibited.

The bill is being studied by
the House Committee on
Conservation and Recreation.
Baker is vice chairman of this
committee.

Krandle Wants
City Manager

The greatest problem is
finding the proper method to
contrel and encourage growth,
he states, and the watchword
should be strict adherence to
the township master plan.

KRANDLE graduated {from
Wayne State University with a
degree in literature in 1949,
received his law degree from
WSU, and was licensed to
practice law in 1951

1n 1964, as a. member of the
National Lawyers Guild, he
was one of 31 Michigan at-
torneys who spent part of that
summer in  Mississippi
defending the constitutional
rights of citizens who were
unable to obtain services of
Mississippi atlorneys.

The next year, he drafted
the charter and bylaws for the
Southwestern Wayne County
Economic Opportunity Group,
an organization actively
engaged in Head Start and
improving  educational
quality.

In 196465, Krandle began
the first out-county legal aid
clinic for Wayne County, a
function which has since been
taken over by the Suburban
Legal Services Center of
‘Wayne County.

He spent half his life in
Dearborn and entered the
Army in 1843, volunteering for
the parachute troops and
serving in the European
‘Theater with the 17th Airborne
Division as a high speed radio
operator. He earned four
baitle awards and the combat
badge.
