Lime Plus

Balanced Plant Foud Diet Needed
Fit Acid Soils For Good I.egume Growth

CHICAGO—Getting legumes to
grow is as much a problem of pro-
viding a balanced supply of plant
food as it is of ridding the soil of
acidity, according to Dr, Willlam A.
Albrecht, Head of the Seils Depart-
ment of the University of Missouri.

Liming alone will not cure the
ailments of an acid soil, Dr. Al
brecht declared. Overliming may do
more harm than good. What the soil
needs is plenity of other fertilizer
elements needed to grow crops.

“Legume cfops. fail, not because
a soil is acid, but because its fer-
tility is leached away,” he said.

“Acidity is|a natural soil condi-
tion in many parts of the temperate
zone, 1t octurs where rainfail is
high and where virgin forests once
covered the 1and. Water has washed
down through the soil and leached
out much of its fertility. Applica-
tions of limestone and other com-
pounds carrying calcium to acid
soils, are widely known as beneficial
soil treatments.

“But acid soils may need more
than lime. Calcium has been a good
fertilizer for legumes on acid soils.
It has been serving directly as a
nutrient for the plants. But it has al-
so served indirectly by helping oth-
er nutrients get into the plant roots.
more abundantly. It helps the nitro-
gen of acid -soils, the phosphorus
and potash and other elements to
be taken more readily by the crop.

“We can grow legumes on acid
soils it we will give them calcium
and all the other fertilizers nceded
by the soil. Legumes which are an
indispensable forage for dairy and
beef cattle, must have fertile but
acid soils to make the amino acids
from which the caitle produce pro-
teins. Lime is one of the foremost
fertilizers in making soils capable
of supporting the protein procucing
crops. But phosphorus, also, is need-
ed for .this service, A plant nceds
potash, too, to make the cardohy
drates from which the proteins can
be constructed.”
