The combined voters of the Clty
of Farmington and the Floral Park
area, by a better than four to one
majority, approved annexation of
the Floral Park ares to‘the City
at the speclal election held last
Thursday, December 9.

Although 2 relatively light vote
was cast in the City, approximately
93¢ of the eligible voters in the
Floral Park area went to the polls.
The total vote In the City was 132,
while 121 votes were cast in the
Floral Park area.

NEW LIMITS

With the annexation of the Flor-
al Park area, the city limits of
Farmington are extended to just
past Hawthorne on the east and
just beyond Shiawassee on the
north. The southern boundary now
extends along Nine Mile to Grand
River and along Grand River to
Hawthorne. The previous bound-
ary ot the city on the east was Or-
chard Lake Road.
