HINTS AND AID IN
FARM CONCRETE USE
OFFERED BY BAILEY

For farm bulldings, ‘one of the
most durable and easy to maintain
materials is concrete, according
to county agricultural agent Karl
D. Bailey.

For parts of buildings that have
a lot of hard wear or where there
may be factors that will cause
decay such as moisture, dirt and
acids, concrete.ls the ideal build-
fng ‘moterial.

Quallty of concrete depends up-
on the quality of the ingredients
that go into it plus proper mixing
techniques, the dgent reports.

Economy, too, depende on the
wav the materials are combined.

Since the cement is the expen-
sive part of concrete, it shonld be
chosen carefully, that the mix is
correct, and enough water used.
Cement should be checked to see
it it is in good condition. If it
is hard in the sack, it Is possible
that it has been stored In a place
where 1t has, absorbed some mois-
ture and partially sef. This hard
material is not good for concrete
work and it it is used at all, the
hard lumps should be atrained out
with a "plece of fine mesh fly
screen.
