Mail Boxes To Be
Erected In City

Norman C. Lee, Farmington Post-
master, has announced that new
postoffice collection boxes will be
placed in four strategic locations
throughout Farmington.

These boxes, Lee stated, would
assist mail carrfers in depositing
their mail without having to visit
the post office downtown, and at
the same time would assist the car-
riers with thefr work.

A deposit Yoy, lee said, would be

A carrier relay box, fn which mail
wiil be left by carriers, and picked
up by them for delivery, will be
stationed somewhere in the neigh-
borhood of Power Road and Grand
River.

‘Whereas formerly addressees
were informed that second-class
mailing was being held for them at
the sending post office, and could
not be forwarded until the addres-
see furnished first class postage
with whick to forward it, hereafter
the department or post office re-
cefviog such mail- will Immediately
torward the second class mail and

collect the postage due from the
addressee at the receiving end.

“Flying Classroom” Group Visits
Our Lady Of Sorrows School

The new grade school of Our
Lady of Seorrows, completed laat
Qctober and now befng-fully used
for clagsrooms, was visited lmst
week by the “Flying Classroom”
group of school supetintendents,
architects and members of boards
of education.

The new school was included on
the agenda of the “Fiying Class-
room” group because of its un-
usual construction and, more note-
worthy, its extremely low cost.
Outstanding among the new struc-
tures used for classrooms, the’
building is equipped with radiant
heating, thermopane glazing, and
glass chalkboards taking the place
of the old-style blackboards. Total
cost of the structure ran about
$10.36 per cubic foot, whereas most
costs tor school bulldings are in
the neighborhood of $24.00 per cu-
bie foot. The elght closrooms were
completed at a cost of $12,000 per
classroom. °
The “Flying Classroom" is mak-
ing a tour of inspection of out-
standing buildings throughout the
country to study school planning
and comstruction. The group Is
comprised of school superintend-
ents, architects and members of
boards of education from all. over
the natlon.
