SWITCH TO GOOD
FOREST PRACTICES

|Profits Predicted

From Sugar Beets

Michigan farmers are showing in-
creased interest in growing sugar
beets this year, according to R. E.
Decker, head of the Michigan State
College farm crops department.

As the prices of other fleld crops
decline, farmers in sections where
beets are adapted are expected to
expand their acreages. This move
has taken place in other periods
of price declines.

Sugar beets were a profitable
crop in 1948, Wheat has been quite
a competitor of beets during the
past several years. However,
Decker polnts out that the profit
from an acre of hand-harvested
beets was over twice that of wheat
when one uses the state average
vield of 8.8 tons for beets and 26
bushels per acre for wheat.

Machine harvested sugar beets
showed a profit of from 10 to 15
dollars more per acre than the
hand-harvested erop.

‘The farm crops specialist points
out that beets are rather ‘partlcu-
lar as to the type of land which
they need to yleld well. Michigan
has several hundred thousand acres
of such land near to sugar factor-
jes. When the price relationship
{s favorable between' beets and

other field crops as it was in 1948
and is expected to be in 1949, farm-

ers on this land will probably ralse
more beets.

Decker urges that farmers con-
sider sugar beets as a good income
producer. - He believes that it is
tortunate that in the chiet small
grain growing counties of the state
tarmers have a crop lke sugar
beets to rely upon when the prices
of other crops decline.

Good forest practie-
es are being Increasingly used by
private timber land owners, both
large and small, Prof. W, F. Rams-
dell, of the University of Michigan
School of Forestry and Couserva-
tion, believes.

Professor Ramsdell cites exten-
sive replanting programs on cut-
over or bdrned-over lands as a
particular example of this trend.
The acceptance of the Tree Farm
System in Michigan is another.

“Development of mechanical tree-
planting equipment has made it
possible for many large forest con-
cerns to re-plant land which has
been burned-over,” he explains.
“The cost of planting by hand has
become excessive, because of ris-
ing labor charges.

Re-planting is necessary princi-
pally upon lands which have been
Dburned over sgain and again, Pro-
fessor Ramsdell added. In such
areas, the seed trees have been
destroyed and natural restoration
of the land to forest growth could
be exceedingly slow. Ciftover
lands, on the other hand, will come
back as a result of natural re-
seeding il given time.

Hand planting is done by many
owners of small timber tracts who
can do the necessary re-planting
by themselves and whose only cap-
jtal outlay is for seedlings, the
University man points out. The
amount of land in Michigan being
thus returned to fordst growth by
small land owners {s onsiderable,
Professor Ramsdell believes.

The Tree Farm System, which is
being organized under the direction
of the Michigan Department of
Conservation and the Michigan For-
est Industries, is designed to in-
terest both large and small-owners
in. better forest management, Pro-
tessor Ramsdell explains. Farm-
ers having six or more acres of
woodland may join the system, a-
greeing to follow approved forest
practices and receiving périodic
inspection and advise from a state
forester. :

Improvement of timber cutting
practices 1s largely up to the pri-
vate land owner, he declares. In
Michigan, nearly 50 per cent of all
forest land acreage is owned by
the state or federal governments,
but more than hall the best timber
fs still in the hands of private own-
ers.

“Varions schemes of controlling
timber cutting practices by either
the state or federal governments
are proposed from time to time,”
Professor Ramsdell comments.
“However, the nature of the for-
estry industry makes them imprac-
tical, since so much timber is own-
ed by small operators. The great
number of these small operators
would make any sort of government
regulation of timber cutting ex-
ceedingly difflcult.”
