The patients in the hospital rare-
1y see them. They are the white-
coated technicians and doctors who
staft the laboratory department.
On thelr department, however, de-
pends the efficlent functioning of
practically every other department
in the hospital. When the new
200-bed Southern Oakland Hospital
will be constructed in this section;
the most modern equipment avail:
able will be instatled in the labor-
atory department.
How does this Imporiant depart-
ment of a hospital play its part in
protecting the health of’its pa-
tlents?
If, for instance, a surgeon is Te-
oving a tumor which might pos-
sibly e a cancer, a specimen of
this tissue is sent to the labora-
tory. Here it is frozen solid in 2
few minutes and sliced by a rotat-
ing knife into wafers of gossamer
thinness for transfer to a micro-
scope slide. The specimen is then
examined through a high-powexed
lens to determine the mature of its
cells, Thus the surgeon learns
while the operation is proceeding
whether or not he is dealing with
cancer- With this information he
knows what procedure to adopt.
Before this method of speedy ex-
amization was developed, a second
operation was often necessary.
Medical men in hospitals find
thie laboratory their most important
ally, Almost every patlent in a
modern hospital requires the serv-
ices of the laboratory technicienm,
either in the diagnosis or treat-
ment of disease. A great majority

are, to 2 greater or lesser degree,
influenced by the results of the ex-
aminations, made” in the labora-
tory, of bodily tissues or fluids
obtained from the patlent. ™

When symp-
tomatic diagnosis cannot positively
identify the offending bacteria, the
problem fs turned over to the lab-
oratory to find out exactly what
germ Is causing the trouble.

Bacteria in the blood ean often
be {dentified quickly in the lab-
oratory, enabling the doctor to pre-
seribe immediate, effective treat-
ment. A throat culture ‘will reveal
the presence of diptheria germs,
while large quantities of sugar in
the urine and blood indicates that
the patient may have diabetes. The
“Rh factor” blood test is respon-
sible for saving the life of many an
infant almost before the child be-
gins to, breathe. There are many
other ways in which the laboratory
assists dactors in the task of pro-
moting and safeguarding the health
of_patients.

The new Southern Oakland Hos-
pital will be constructed through
the Greater Detrolt Hospital Fund
which is now beginning a cam-
paign to assemble $19,720,000 for
the construction of four new hospi-
tals and the expansion of ten exist-
ing hospitals in this metropolis.
The largest single Fund allocation,
$3,500,000 is being made for the
construction of Southern Oakland
Hospital. For the expansion of
