Each finger of the glove must
Le squeezed so that it is expanded
like a balloon. In that way any
minute break in the. rubber may
be found. A surgeon and his tenm

all but eliminated the risks of in-
fection In surgery, but extreme
care is necessary at all times.

The surgeon with his sterile
gloves, mask, cap and gown is one
of the most important of the pro-
tectors of public safety. No mat-
ter how carefully you obey all
safety rules, or how cautiously yon
may conduct yourself, you could
not consider yourself well protect-
ed if you did not have available a
modern hospital with competent
surgeons, doctors and nurses.
