ADVISE NEW FLY
CONTROL METHODS
FOR DAIRY COWS

New advice ou fly control came
this weck from officiais of Michl-
gan State College and the U. S.
Department of Agriculture.

They recommend that methoxy-
chlor replace DDT as an inscct
control spray on dairy cows because
of possible contamination of milk
with the DDT spray material,

No case of injury to humans is
known, but the fact that the pres-
ence of DDT even {n minute quan-
tities in milk would be contrary
to pure tood laws makes the new
recommendation necessary.,

Use of DDT to control flies on
animals other than cows is still
advised. DDT can be used to con-
trol flies on beef cattle and swine
it 60 days elapse between applica:|
tion arnd slaughter of the animals.
DDT can still be used to control
fifes in breeding places and rest-
ing places outside dairy barns. Ma-

.

manure are typical places where
flies multiply.

Ray Hutson, head of the MSC
entomology department, Dr. Earl
Weaver, dairy department head,
and George Brown, abvimal hus-
bandry department head, have con-
ferred on federal findings and ad-
vise that methoxychlor is the ma-
terfal to use for dairy cattle fly
control.

List Price Support
For 1949 Bean Crop

Price supports for the 1949 crop
of dry edible beans were explained
this week by Clarence Prentice, ex-
tension agricultural economist at
Michigan State College.

Loans and purchase agreements
available to producers will be us-
ed to carry out the price supports
at 80 per cent of the parity price
as of September 1, 1949. (This was
authorized by the new flexible farm
price support program which al-
lows the secretary of agriculture
to determine the support level any-
where between 60 and 90 per cent
of parity.

With the 1848 crop the second
largest on record and with a re-
duction in foreign demand, supplies
are considerably above require-
ments. Since a further decline in
exports is expected, the support
price level is being reduced to 80
percent of parity from the 90 per-
cent level for the 1948 crop. Also,
it is expected that large supplies
of beans will be acquired by the
CCC under the 1948 price support
program.

The program is intended to pro-
vide adequate supplies for consum-
ers and a floor price for producers,
