This is what {s dofe every day
betore and after operations at the
hospital. Meticujous attention to
aseptic cleaniiess has all but eli-
minated risks of infection in sur-
gery.

Less than a century ago, before
Pasteur, Lister and Kock proved to
a skeptical world that mlero-organ-
jsms cause many diseases, wound
infectlon was & common cause of
death after surgery.

Diseases like erysipelas, pyemia
and other forms of septicema were

tlents die from septlc dlseases af-
ter the slightest surgleal opera-
tions or Injuries.”

The very heart of this procedure
Is the hospital's sterile supply sys-
tem. All instruments and acees-
sories used in surgery are washed,
sterilized, put up in packages and
stored. .Scalpels, retractors and
needles are washed, then steam-
sterilized in huge drums catled
autoclaves. Gauze, sponges and
dressings that come in contact
with a patlent remain in these
sterilizefs at temperature of 240
degrees or more. When they are
removed from the autoclave with
forceps, which aiso have been ster-
ilized, no living organism is on

em.

With variation as to length of
time and intensity of heat, al

other items, ranging from rubber
gloves to hypodermic needles, are
similarly sterilized. Not only in
surgery but in all other depart-
ments of the hospital where there
is & chance of infection or conta-
glon, strict rules of cleanliness are
observed.

Toward the construction of the
new Southern Oakland Hospital,
$3,500,000 bas been allocated by the
Greater Detroit Hospital Fund
which Is now beginning a program
to rafse $19,720,000 to help build
four new hospitals, including South-
ern.Oakland, and expand ten lead-
ing hospitals fn metropolitan De-
troit.
