Grading Is Guide
To Quality Eggs

Eggs are. near the top spot of
plentiful toods for this month and
are a good buy. However, the best
guide to buying eggs Is the inform-
ation on the carton.

Federal grading on egg cartons
reads U. S. AA, A, B or C-while
commercial companies grading will
not contaln the “U.S." with the
letter grades. The size of the eggs
will appear on the carton also, ad-
vises Isabelle Beattie, department
of foods and nutrition, Michigan
State College. Eggs'range in size
from jumbo to peewee and are

‘priced accordingly.

When the egg supply is plentitul,
mediam or smal| size eggs are some-
times just as good or a better buy
than the larger eggs which cost
more, Some egg cartons may have
the date ol grading on the label.
This' Insures the consumer that
the quality of the eggs has been de-
termined recently.

One cautlon comes from Mary
Katherine Knight, frozen foods re-
searcher at DMichigan State Col-
lege. To' prevent apples from dark-
ening while in the freezer you will
need to treat them. This can De
done in two ways — you can sprin-
kle the fruit for each ple with two
tablespoons of lemon juice or steam
the sliced apples for three minutes
and cool quickly. The apples are
then ready to be placed in the ple.

Use your' favorite. apple pie re-
cipe. " Prepare firm, ripe apples
and slice them thin.  Paper ple
plates with metal rims are conven-
ient for freezing pies. If you
{reeze the ple before baking, do
not cut the.air vents until it is
ready to bake. This helps protect
the fruit and keep in the flavor.

Time {s saved and the lower
erust s less lkely to be yoggy

-when the ple is- baked without

thawing. You may need to put the
ple nearer the bottom of the oven.
It the ple is to be frozen after bak-
ing, cut air vents in the top crust
and bake &s usual. Cool, package
and freeze. .When you take the
cooked ple from the freezer, place
it in a moderate oven (350 degrees)
for 30 minutes.

Cut “cooking” time these busy
days with a ground meat casse-
role, says Reba Staggs, home eco-
nomist. With a cole slaw and a
fruit dessert, a casserole makes a
quick but complete meal.

Besldes saving time, Miss Staggs
points out, ground meat casseroles
bring variety to meals. Used as a
starting point, ground meat — beef,
veal, pork or lamb — combines
with a host of tender garden vege-
tables for many interesting eating
possibilities. .

HERBS BECOME
POPULAR, USEFUL
GARDEN CROP

If you're looking for something
to fiit in that empty space in your
garden, or if you're strictly a win-
dow box garfiener, how about grow-
ing herbs?

‘Here's something to tickle your
palate, please the eye and add fra-
grance to your garden, believes

State College foods and nutrition
department.

The so-called fine herbs will make
a good beginning. They are sweet
basll, chervil, sweet marjoram,
thyme, rosemary and tarragon. Al
s0 easy’to grow are chives, pars-
ley and summer savory. Details of
cultivation are obtainable from
your county extension office or the
United States Department of Agrl-
culture in Washington, D. C.

Herbs for cooking are of three
different kinds — pungent, herbs
for accent, and herbs for blends.
Here are some suggestions for us-
ing herbs with meat. With beef
use sweet marjoram, dill, thyme,
chervil or parsley.

For_pork you may try marjoram,
caraway or sage. Lamb calls for
the same herbs as beet, plus garlic,
and veal the same, plus basil. Poul-
try seasoning may be a combina-
tion of basll, lovage, marjoram,
parsley, rosemary, summer savory,
sage and thyme..

Dill, basil, tarragon and thyme
are tasty with flsh while with eggs
you may try baéil, marjoram, rose-
mary, thyme, tarragon, chervil,
chives, parsley or savory.

Don't hesitate to use more than
one herb for seasoning. Just be
|sure you have one leading flavor
with several others which will com-
plement it. If you experiment, he
cautious. Too little Is better than
too much.
