\llchlgau ls the only state east
of the Mississippl River which has
2 subhumid climatd during the
growing season In rhore than 50
per cent of the years,

. L. Carolus, Mi
College borticulturist] states that
most vegetable crops|require from
1500 to 3000 tons of wWater per acre
for best growth. One inch of raln-
fall equals 100 tons bf water per
acre. During June; July and Au-
Bust, Michigan rainfall averages
about 8.5 inches or gnly §50 tons
per acre. ’

It crops are to prod
yields. the extra 650(to 2150 tons
of water or 6.5 to 215 fnches of rain
equivalent must be afided through
the use of irrigation.

In an experiment fonducted by
Carolus near East Lapsing in 1548,
snap beans, tomatoe§, and sweet
corn all responded fo irrigation.
Beaus gave the greategt percentage
of yield increase wher eight Inches
of water was applie during the
season. Wax beans|gave an in-
crease ot b5 per cent| while green
beans increased 31 pir. cent.

Tomatoes and sweet ‘corn gave
the greatest increase {n yield when
four inches of water|was applied.
