HOMEMAKERS
ADVISED TO FINISH
A CHORE AT A TIME

Latest advice to homemakers
who are interested in applying the
streamlined techniques of industry
to their chores is to take advan-
tage of the warming up period.

In industry saving time means
saving money and studies show
hat in doing one specific job there
is usually an increase in speed
from the beginning of the task to
the time of greatest output.

Trma H. Gross, head of the de-
partment of home management
and child development at Michigan
State College, applies this princi-
ple to household tasks.. For ex-
ample, if you have four beds to
make, it probably will save you
tinle if you make them in succes-
sion rather than stopping to dust
in hetween bed making.

Place ]mportant
o Refrigerator

Before your mew refrigerator is
moved in, consider where it should
stand to give you top service. The
labor saving value and efficiency
may be largely lost if a refriger-
atar is poorly placed.

You can savé yourself steps, afd-
vises Lucile Ketchum, home man-
agement extension speciallst at 3i-
chigan State College, by placing it
near a food preparation center not
too far from the sink. If this is
impossible, a small table nearby
and a tray for carrying will help
in putting away and geting out
perighables.

Keep your refrigerator in the
open with at least 2% inches of
air $pace between the back of the
refrigerator and the wall, 1f your
box must be recessed, 3 to 4 foch-

es at the back and sides is better
and:8 to 12 inches at the top. Air
circulation carries away the heat
from the motor.

Avold extremes of heat and cold.
Altliough modern retrigerators are
well insulated, extra heat makes
them run overtime as you will have
noticed on 2 hot summer day. You

won't ' want to duplicate summer
heat by placing your refrigerator
nex{ to your range or a radiator or
hot ‘air register or in the sunlight.

On the other hand, an unheated
back porch during winter months
is & poor spot for the refrigerator
because the extreme cold is hard
on its mechanism. Be sure the
floot is ~level].
