Eight Mile
and the Farmington city
limits are annually plagued by
muddy conditions due to lack
of culverts and ditches that
are ineffective at draining
water from the roads.

Last February Township
residents decided to tackle the
problem with *‘Operation
Shovel,”a project which will
involve ditch digging,
replacement of culverts and
repair of streets.

Total cost for each resident
will be $53.94. This includes
$49.94 for each culvert, plusa
$2tax and a $2 permit fee. The
costs will be more for
residents requiring more than
one culvert.

It is up to the residents on
each block to decide whether
they want to do the digging
themselves or hire someone

else. The county has offered to
doit at a cost of $1.75 per foot.

Representatives have been
named for each street, and
they will be collecting the
money. Residents must pay
by April 5 or they will not be
included. It should be paid by
check or money order payable
to Farmington Township.

Project Co-ordinator Mrs.
Thomas Seabolt of Parker St.
says hopefully the project will
start the weekend of April 14,
depending on the weather.

“Until the recent heavy

snowfall, we weré positive we
would begin in mid-April. But
now it may be the end of April
orthefirst of May.”

According to Mrs. Seabolt,
some residents have dug
trenches to help drain water
from the roads. It has been
some help and she suggested
others try it until the actual
ditch digging can begin.

“This project depends a lot
on the people involved,” Mrs,
Seabolt said. "“We can have
this done by the middle of
summer if the people will just
work together.”

"An apartment zoning
proposal for Farmington
Road north of Nine Mile was
rejected by the Farmington
City Council Monday, but
only after the virtues of a
balanced tax, base were
lauded by several council
members.

The council voted 4-1, with
John Allen dissenting, to keep
the lot owned by Gary W.

Jackson zoned residential,
upholding a previous decision

by the planning commission.
Homeowners in the
surrounding Farmington
Oaks subdivision had
protested the zoning proposal,
which would have cleared the
way for a new apartment
similar to the one on the
north side of the lot owned by
Michael Tartaglia and Sons.
But Councilman Frederick
Seibert said it was the
narrow rear-yard setback in
the subdivision, not a
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prejudice against
apartments) which was the
reason for his “‘no” vote.

“There is a common theme
in this type of rezoning,” he
said, referring to anti-
apartment protests.

“We can't let ourselves be
governed by nostalgia.”

Citing a report’ that
indicated about 'seven per
cent of the land in the city is
zoned’ apartments, he said.it
generates three times the

Orchard.
Lake Rd,

assessed value per acre as
single-family.

“1 think we have done a
pretty good job over the
years on the planning
commission and council
trying to achieve a balance in
this community,” he added.

He said 60 per cent of the
land was "residential, seven
per cent commercial, four
per cent industrial and 23 per
cent was tax exempt. .

John Richardson said he

would have supported the
rezoning if the land was not
occupied by a substantial
house.

*We would just be moving
this problem down the road,”
he said.

Allen said he had
consistently maintained that
the prdper zoning for major
streets is multiple. His
motion to rezone the parcel
failed for lack of a second.
