One of the angriest men in the
battie of the admiralsJds the under-
secretary of the navy himself, Dan
Kimball.

Kimball was Invited to an off-
the-record meeting of 60 top navy
offiters in Monterey, Calif.,, Sep-
tember 21. Officially the meeting
was a routine review of naval
problems, but Kimball sensed
something special was going on.
For those present included Admiral
Arthur Radford, lead-off man In the
navy revolt, together with Vice Ad-
miral, Gerland F. Bogmn. - There-
tore, Undersecretary Kimball made
o briet speach, pleading.with the
admirals|to lay their cards on the
table.

“1f you think we're not getting
a falr deal,” Kimball sald, “then
fet’s speak up. After all, I'm one
of your own. | used to be assistant
secretary of the navy for alr. |
know your problems.”

Kimball told the admirals that
President Truman had .ordered
waste removed from the defense
spending picture, and that the de-
tense budget would have to be cut
two billion dollars by 1951.
“It you feel this Is wrong,” Kim-
ball said, “speak up. I promise you
we'll get a fair hearing.’l can walk
into Louis Johnson's office any
time 1 want and get a hearing.

Already the Bethlehem Steel Cor-
poration has signed a contract
whereby its 80,000 employees will
be eligible for noncontributory pen-
sions of a minimum of $100 2 month
after 25 years of service. This will|
cost the company 12% cents an
hour per employee. As to-soclal
insurance, the company and ems
ployees will pay 2% cents an hour
each in sharing the cost.

A touch of glory surrounds a
man, whom not even the direst

ot death, could swerve from his
mission to declare what God had
revealed to , and to save king
and people from the disaster that
threatened them, when they re-.
fused to heed his warning and to
follow his guidance. f

Jeremiah foresaw the destruc-
tion and havoc that were about
to be inflicted on Jerusalem by
the invading Babylon army. But
his warning and counsel ooly
brought upon him the charge of
disloyalty and treason, znd’ the
penalty of imminent death.

The story of how all that Jere-
miah predicted, with the capture
of the King, the putting out of
his eyes, destruction, and exile, is
told in chapter 39. But there 15
a bright ray in that dark tragedy
in the story in chapter 38 of Jere-
miah's rescue from the pit through
the offices of a courageous and
sympathetic courtier. A gentle
and tender touch is added when
the courtier dropped “cast clouts
and rotten rags,” -that Jeremiah
might put them under his arm-
pits, and avoid the chafe of the
rope as kind hands pulled him out.

In all this is the background of
the problem of suffering, and of
God’s suffering servants, empha-
sized in Isaiah 53. We shall re-
turn to that, with moré concern=
ing Jeremiah, and some sugges-
tions of what lif§ and his
