door window boxes. The florist or
nurseryman from whom you buy
your plants can give you excellent
ideas and suggestions for desirnble
plants.

Success or failure in gruwlng
indoor plants is often determined
by the growing medfum — that is
the soil and its conditfon. The
soil must be in a good physical
condition and have the capacity
to hold molsture and yet provide
good drainage. This kind of .soil
can be made by mixing three parts
of loam soil; one part of decom-
posed organic-matter such as peat
moss, composted material or leafl
mold; and one part of sand.  In
this mixture add & tablespoonful of
complete plant food to each £a)

of soil. If one prefers, gocd potting
soil may usually be obtained frqm
a florist.

Gravel or small pebbles and a Iit-
tle sand should be placed in the:bot-
tom 1 to 2 Inches of the window
box before the soil is added. This
is a very important requirement
and should mot be omitted, since
the Jack of proper drainage is one
of the most common reasons for
failure with indoor plants.

While providing for the proper
light condlitions, the best physical

_|condition of the soll medium, the

regular care in the matter of water-
iog, cleaning and insect control
are also important for success of
indoor gardening, Equally import-
ant is the provision of an ample
supply of plant food nutrients. The
physical condition of the soll has
little ta do with the plant food: con-
tent. A friable solt can be an un-
fertile soll. In the case of house
plants, where the ratio of soil vol-
ume to the plant is very low, re-
quent feeding is essential. Plants
established in hoxes should be fed
every 4 to 6 weeks, at the rate of
one level tablespoonful of ‘com-
plete plant food for each square
toot of sofl ares. The plant foad
should be worked into the soil near
the edge of the box and watered
in thoroughly. If yon preter Ii-
quid application, pdd one level tea-
spoonful of complete plant food to
one quart of water, stir well and ap-
ply to the soit around the box edge.
Keep the solutlon off of the foliage
and stems. Many indoor gardeners
prefer to use plant food in the
handy tablet form, in whichcase
the manufacjurer’s directlons on
the package should be followed.
