~CONTRIBUTIONS TO
“CARE” DEDUCTIBLE
FROM INCOME TAX

Good news for Americans with a
big heart comes from the Income
Tax coltector.

The U. S. Bureau of Internal
Revenue has ruled that any amount
spent on* CARE “general reliel”
food and textile packages is deduct-
ible from taxable incomes, whether
they be individual or corporative,
like other charitable contributions
made by the taxpayer.

Explaining the ruling of the Bu-;
reau, Detroit CARE executive gi-
rector Ethel Polk pointed out that
CARE packages designated for “an
orphanage in France”, “a hospital
in ltaly” or “a needy German phy-
sician” or similar designation to
any country served by CARE, would
falt into the category of “general
relief” and that apy amount glven
to the purchase of such orders
would likewise be deductible.
