Need Pedigree .
To Choose Sire

One of the most important tasks
facing a dairyman is the selection
of 2 herd sire and pedigree infor-
mation fs essential for that job,
N. P. Raiston, dairy specialist at
Michigan State College, advised
this week.

A proved sire is the most desir-
able type to purchase because the
buyer has a reasonable measure of
his ability to transmit miik and
fat productlon, Ralston belleves.
Approximately one-third of alt bulls
increase production, one-third de-
creagse it and the remaining third
just maintaln production. But the
number of proved sires is limited,
so {t is necessary to have a basls
for selecting young or unproven
sires.

Unproved sires may be setected
in their indlvidual characteristics
or through a study of records of
thetr ancestors {n a pedigree. The
value of each ancestor of the un-
proved animal is determined by
completeness of performance rec-
ords, knowledge of intervening an-
cestors, how highly heritable milk

.|and fat production is, and how the

ancestor's environmental factors
mmpnre with the animal.

In examining the pedigree of an
unproved bull, the prospective buy-
er should look first for a sire with
a good proof and for a proved dam
with a satistactory record.

Another factor to be considered
In choosing a herd sire s type,
which may be evaluated io the
same manner as milk and fat pro-
duction, In addition, longevity and
fertility should not be overlooked.

Ralston urges that prospective
buyers of unproved bulls insist that
complete information be supplied
on the ancestors of the acimal to
encourage the compiling of sound,
useful pedigree.

Nearly every American is famil-
far with the warning against for
eign entanglements contained in
Washington's farewell address to
the Congress and people of the Uni-
ted- States upon the occasion of his
refusal to seek a third term as the
nation's Chiet Executive.

But most Americans, it must be
admitted, are unaware of the fact
that the Father of His Country in
that same address warned his fel-
low countrymen of many other dan-
gers to the Republlc — dangers
from within as well as from with-
out, which this nation faces today
in almost_exactly the forms envi-
sioned by the {irst president.

Washington foresaw, among oth-
er things, the time when minority
groups would organize for the pur-
pose of wielding political power out
of all proportion to their numbers
and their inteltigence. We see such
organizations all about us today.
