SIX FACTORS DECIDE
IF STUDENT CAN DO
GOOD WORK AT U-M

What type of student do you
think will make a satisfactory rec-
ord In studies at the Unlversity?

Six factors which decide the ques-
tion were outlined to high school
principals and other school ofticials
ot a University conference, Robert
L. Wilfams, assistant to the pro-
vost, listed them-as:

1. A strong interest in college
work.

2. The ability to manage person-
al affairs,

3. Good high school teaching and
a proper selection of high school
courses to fit the line of study to
be pursued at the University,

4. Good work habits.

5. A deslre to succeed.

6. A reasonable amount of finan-
cial resources.

The importance of these require-
ments in indicating success was dis-
covered in a 20-year study of stu-
dent records, Williams reported.
Mere observance of a required
schedule of courses for admission
is not enough, he said. He quoted
Hayward Keniston, dean of the Uni-
verslty's College of Literature,
Sclence and the Arts, as belleving
the quality of work done in high
school was moere Important than
the subjects studied.

Fishing License Sales
Down 27% From 1949

Fishing licenso sales reported to
the conservation department up to
and including. April 30 are down 27
per cent from corresponding figures
a year ago.

‘While lagging sales probably are
a reflection of the generally below
average fishing conditions which
have prevailed -since January, the
department points out that many
late April szle reports have not
been received. Conservation de-
partment's first taily of 1950 1i-
cense sales shows 124,609 resident
fishermen compared to 171,416
through April, 1949. Anpual non-
resident fishing licenses Issued to-
taled 3,735 while 5412 were sold
by license agents before.

Trout stamp purchases of rec-
rd were off better than 34 per
cent with only 2,293 on the books
as agninst 3,356 last April. With
trout season starting April 29, the
department's license division again
stresses these figures only indi-
cate the trend.

Beaver license sales were up
from 1,018 to 3,114, Fur buyers
numbered about the same — 351 as
compared to 349 a year ago.

Number of retail minnow deal-
ers climber 14 per cent to 901
and wholesale minnow dealers num-
bered 112 or 18 per cent more.

Though proper cooling is per
haps the biggest factor In produc-
ing low bacteria count milk, dairy-
men at Michigan State College tay
thet cooling shouldn’t be substitut-
ed for clean milking hablts. .
