PASTURE HELPS
MAKE MONEY FOR
DAIRY FARMERS

Pasture-produced milk is the
most profitable, dairy farmers tell
Michigan State College extension
dairymen.

Many have no figures to Dack
thefr claimg — they just know.
that they feed less grain, little hay,
and are freed from heavy barn
chores during pasture season.

But one Livingston County dairy
farmer does have some proof that
milk costs are cheaper In the pas-
ture months. His herd has been
on test for 20 years. Figures ob-
tained by MSC dairymen from his
fecord show how alfalfa-brome pas-
ture has lowered production costs
since he started using it as the
summer feed.

Feed costa to produce one hund-
red pounds of milk in pasture
months averaged just one dollar
less than they did during the barn
season over the past three years.
This herd of 12 cows put about
$100 more a month in the family
pockethook because of cheaper feed
costs with pasture,

Pasture for this herd was mnot
figured “free” either.
was charged 15 cents a day while
she dined on the alfalfa-brome to
cover taxes, costs of seed, fertiliz-
er, lime, seed bed preparation and
maintenance.

Janes said all fields heavily in-
fested last year should be clean
plowed, and that fields where the
corn borer thrived the preceding
year should be cleaned of all sur-
face rubbish it possible.

The depth of plowing should be
from six to eight inches. Coulters,
chains, and other devices may be
employed to get the rubbish down
under the soil as far as possible.

Last year's corn stalks sticking
out of the earth may be & haven
for the corn borer trom where he
frequently makes an escape to
thrive on & new corn crop. All in-
fested tields should be plowed un-
der sometime between May 15 and
20.

Though the clean plowing meth-
od is & big boost in stopping the
corn borer, It nevertheless is mot
a sure cure and as a result total
control will not be attained. Early
corn crops in Michigan are usual-

He made this statement in urg-
ing farmers to have thelr pigs vac-
cinated and castrated in the spring-
time as soon as they are the right
age, Pigs should not be allowed
to run in the mud or in uoclean
quarters until healing has taken
place following castration.

Of the three months of vaccinat-
ing pigs, the older serum and virus
'method has ‘the most supporters.
The two newer methods appear to
protect hogs during the teeding
period, but the duration of immun-
ity may be shorter. However, the
two newer methods have the ad-
vantage of mot endangering other
hogs or contaminating the prem-
ises.

The newer vaccines lower the
disease Tesistance of the pigs. for
abont three weeks. ‘Therefore,
these vaccines should nmot be used
when cholera is present. The best
time to apply the serum and vir-
