didn’t feel it was advisable to “give
away” the land. However, Hall re-
minded the board that the city's
proposed lease would give option to
purchase at any time and option to
renew the lease.

Domes 'then asked about fenc-
ing the site, wanting to know
whether the fence estimates weren't
tow because of the need for canvas
covers to prevent free spectator-
ship. Hall said 1t was possible that
canvass would be needed at the
ends, but that bleachers would pre-
vent view along the sides o, the
field.

Domes then added that he “didn’t
see §20,000 going very far on 2 pro-
ject of this kind.” Hall then com-
pared the $30,000 cost of Keego
Harbor's field to the expense to be
met by Farmington. “They had to
pay $8800 for land,” he said, “and
$5200 for pulling out stumps and
filling it. Here, our grading costs
would only be about $1200.

Domes then sald the margin in
the last election was too small, and
the fact that the election brought
out more voters than usually come
to a singlefeature school election
indicated the advisahility of re-sub-
mitting the question. He sald, “It's
good to know some folks are inter-
ested.”

Then the president said, in refer-
ence to his questions, “It's no issue;
just & matter only of clarification.
Let's put it on the ballot” Domes
voted “Yes" to the motion made by
Hall that the issue be re-submitted.

Domes explained the reversal of
his previous vote by saying he had
wanted the measure on the general
election from the first, but the
board wanted the decision earlier to
give time far preparing the fleld for
use this fall. He admitted that the
voters should have an alternate,
although there is none on the field

proposal.
