During ‘thls season when fresh
citrus fruits are not as plentiful as

Yomemakers turn to canned citrus
frut julces, but wonder whether
they are getting the same amoun!
of vitamin C.

‘s Robérta Hershey, extemsion nu-
trition specialist at Mlch!gnn.’stnta
College, answers the question of

twhetber vitamin C is destroyed by
heating the julces for canning.

Modern methods of commeércial
cenning have greatly Increased the
percentage of vitamin C that may
be saved. Experiments show that
almost all of the precious vitamin.
is retained in cammed juice. How-
Gver, there’ may.be somo logs dur-
ing storagé it the temperature of
frelght cars, warehouses, or gro-
cerles Is too high. This applies
to your own home storage. Can-
ned goods should be stored in a
cool cupboard.

Many homemakers also ask Miss
Hershey about the loss of vitamins
after.the can {s opened. Here again
the temperature as well as the air
are the enemies of vitamin C. Tt
is best to open the cans with a
small three-cornered opening and
keep this opening tightly plugged.

Two, qualities that make eggs
valunbla in cooking are their abil-

ity. to act as thickning agents and
their abllity to hold air in recipes.
They will perform these. duties
much better it you know how to
get the most out of them, advises
Lols Jackson, foods and nutrition
department at Michigan State Col-
lege.

When using’ eggs for thickening
in custards, sauces and, puddings,
you can prevent streaks of cooked
egg In the recipe by adding the hot
llquid very slowly to the beaten
eggs and stirring at the same time.

If theé whites and yolks
are to be separated, do-so while
they are still chilled. Do not benl
eggs until_you are ready to add
them to the recipe.

To beat slightly, just mix_with
a fork, whether it is.a whole g or
the separat yolk or white. .To beat
until thick ang lemon-olored, use
a rotary beater or electrle mixer
until the egg becomes lighter )el-
low and thick. To beat egg whnes
stiff, be sure there isn't a speck
of yolk In the whites. Use al bed
er untfl the mass Is still but not
drs. The whites .will form 'peaks
that topple. If they stand up stiff,
they are overbeaten and will not
give as much volume !
