SUBSTITUTE MILK
FOR PIGS AIRED
BY MSC EXPERT

| " Many Michigan farmers have
been: asking questions about the
new fdea of uslog synthetic sow's
milk for pigs. Dr. J. A. Hoefer,
Michigan State College swine nu-
trition authority, has some point-
ers on the subject.

Hoefer points out that the sow
isn't going out of business. But
there are some cases where farm-
ers ‘can profitably use synthstic
sow’s milk. Plg hatchery oper-
ators; top swine men with sows
that have more pigs than they can
nurse and some larger operators
probably will be better able to use
the new system.

The MSC swine putritionist ad-
yises against putting the whole
herd on synthetic milk at the start.
‘The hog raiser should use the milk
for orphan pigs or for just two or
three litters at first until he gets
onto the managerent system need-
ed. !

_ Pigs still need to 'nurse for o :
minimum of two or three days to
get the essential colostrum milk.
A highly-fogtitied synthetic milk
is neefled fof best results. Pigs
are”easlly taught to.drink. ' If
their noses are dipped In the warm
milk ance or twice they learn to
arink. jt. i .

Amang other pointers for suc-
cesp 1?1 using synthetic milk is
‘making sure temperaturs {3 high
enough to keep plgs from ghiiling.
Heat 1gmps have been successtully
uged. fknnm temperature should
be abqut 65 to 72 degrees for the
first four weoks, then graduelly
decreased. 1,

The, synthetic milk should be
selt-fed. Full-feed milk for the
first three weeks, then gradually
decrense and remove, entirely at
the erid of five weeks of age, Pigs
should be started early on & high-
1y forfitied, palatable plg starter. |
And water should be provided in
an'aufomatic fount, Hoefer says.
