The City, of Farmington Ordains;
TO INITIATE SPECIAL ASSESS-
MENT PROJECTS .

Section 1. - Proceedings for the
making of public improvements
within the City of Farmington may
be commenced by resolution of the
Council, oo Its own initiative, or
by an initiatory petition signed by
property owners whose aggregate
property in the special assess-
ment district was assessed for
more than 65 < of the total assess-
ed value of the privately owned
real property located therein, in
accordance with the last preced-
ing general assessment roll: Pro-
vided, however, that in the case
of special assessment for paving
or similar improvements which
are normally assessed on a front-
age basis against abutting prop-
erty, such petitions shall be sign-
ed by the owners of more than
65¢ of the frontage of prop-
erty to be assessed.

Such petitions shall contain in
addition to the signatures of the
owners a brief description of the
property owned by the respective
sigpers thereof.

Such petitions shail be veritid
by the affidavit of one or more of
.the owners or by somevsperson or
persons with knowledge that said
signers are such owners and that
such signatures are genuine. %

Petitions shall be addressed to
the Council and filed with the City
Clerk. Petitigns shall in no event
be mandatory upon the Coungh.

All petitions sball be circulated
and signed on blank forms furn-
isked by the City.

All petitions shall be referred
by the City Clerk to the City Man-
ager. The City Manager shall
check the petitions to determine
whether they conform to the fore-
golng requirements and shall re-
port his tindings to the City Coun-

cil.
SURVEY AND REPORT

Section 2. Before the Council
shall consider the making of any
local or public improvement, the
same shall be referred by resolu-
‘tion to the City Manager direct-
ing him to prepare a report whick
shall faclude necessary plans, spe-
citications, and detailed estimates
of cost, an estimate of the life of
the improvement, 2 description of
the assessment district or districts,
and such otber pertinent informa-
tion as will permit the Council to
decide the cost, extent and Deces-
sity of the improvement proposed
and what part of proportion there-
of should be pald by the City at
large. The council shall not de-
termine to proceed with the mak-
ing of any local or special improve-
ment until such report of the City
Manager,has been filed, nor after
2 public hearing has been held by
the Council for the purpose of

. hearing objections to the making

of such public improvement.
COST OF CONDEMNED PROP-

ERTY ADDED

Section 3. Whenever any prop-
erty is acquired by condemmnation,
or otherwise, for the purpose of

work is {ncreased or additions dre
madd-to the district, then another
hearing shall be held pursuant to
notice prescrived in Section 4. |1t
the determination of the Council
shall| be to proceed with the im-
provement, a resolution- shall ‘be
passed approving the necessary
plans, specifications, assessment
district and detailed estimates, of
cost,i:and directing the Assessor
to prepare a special assessment
roll fo accordance with the Coun-
cil's [determination and report the
same to them for confirmation.

of such improvement shall be paid

¢ing no credit shall be given to the
tax_payer for any coliection fees
and/or penalties theretofore ac-
rued against the premises or which
have been paid, by reason of the
non-payment of any imstallment
when due. i
LIEN AND COLLECTION -

Section 17. Upon confirmation
of each speclal assessment roll,
the special assessment shall be-
come a debt to the city from the
persons to whom they are'assessed
and shall until paid be & lien upon
the property assessed for the
amount of such assessments and
all fnterest and charges thereon.
Such lien shall be of the same
character and effect as created by
the Charter of the City of Farm-
ington for city taxes.
