He emphasized that approval to
schools and training estabiish-
ments under the original World
War II GI Biil does not carry over
for training under the new Korean
Act.  Schools and establishments
must be reinspected and reapprov-
ed for Korean GI Bill training,
since in many cases they must
meet different staodards tham
those required under the earlier
law. -

To make certain that post-Ko-
rean veterans will be able to en-
roil fa training without delay, Mr.
Gray urged the states to approve
first those courses which are ac-
credited, “slnce they do not de-
mand extensive investigation.

The new Korean GI Bill provides
up to 36 months of training to vet-
erans who were on active duty on
or atter June 27, 1950 — the date
of the outbreak of fighting in Ko-
rea — regardless of where they
served. While in training, they
may receive an allowance from the
Government to cover part of their
expenses.

No allowances may be paid tor
any training taken prior to August
20, the law states.
