University officials have been
amazingly accurate {n the past in
estimating enrollment but world
unrest and military needs are now
making it more difficult.

President 4arlan Hatcher, who
wi be startiog his second year as
head of the University, and his ad-
ministrative- officers prepared an
operating budget for the coming
year based on the expectation of
at least 16,000 students. This
figure will have to stand until
the registration count can be com-
pleted. One year ago there were
17,213 students taking resident
credit courses.

Two new buildings, both con-
structed from funds provided by
the Legislature, will be ready for
use this fall. A three-unit addi-
tion to Angell Hall, costing $4,-
784,403, will provide modern and
much-needed additional space for
the College of Literature, Science
and the Arts.

One of the units contains 47
new classrooms, department quar-
ters for journalism, a vision lab-
oratory and a psychology work-
shop and laboratory. In a secoid
unit will be office space for 195
faculty members as well as de-
partmental quarters for English,
history, political science, psychol-
ogy and sociology. Connecting
the two units will be a story-and-
half unit housing four lecture
rooms.

The other new structure is:a
$3,726,800 Out-Patient Clinic at
Tniversity Hospital. This provides
modern and expanded facilities for
handling patients who receive
treatment but do not require hos-
pitalization. This unit also is an-
other step towards a centralized
medical center and will help the
Medical School provide the neces-
sary training for its increased en-

FREEZING BEST
PRESERVE METHOD
FOR TASTE, COLOR -

Freezing does not improve
foods. But through freezing a
greater amount of original fla-
vor and color can be retained than
through any other method of pres-
ervation, according to Dr. Paul-
ine Paul of the Michigan State
College foods and nutrition de-
partment.

Original food value Is well re- -
tained by freezing, too. And ft
is interesting to note that great-
er loss of vitamins and minerals
comes from careless handling than
from frozen storage Dr. Paul ad-
vised.

In considering what products
to freeze, a good rule of thumb is
that fruits and vegetables which
are usually canned will freeze sat-
isfactorily. Meats, poultry, tish
and eggs may also be preserved by
freezing. There are exceptions,
of course — foods eaten raw like
lettuce, celery, onjons, cucumbers
and radishes do not freeze well.
Tomatoes and pears are not prac-
ticable freezing products, nor are
high-starch content foods such as
potatoes, rice and macaronf.

In general, freeze only the best
—-tirm, well-ripened fruits and
fresh, tender vegetables. Meats
must be high in quality and hand-
led properly from the time of
slaaghtering to freezing, Dr. Paul
warned. '

Field and tree-ripened fruits
have the richest color and flavor
for frozen storage. The fruit
should be firm-ripe and freshly
picked. In sorting and washiog
the fruit, teke care to prevent
bruising. Drain well after wash-
fng and pack in moisture-vapor-
proof containers, dry or with su-.
gar or sirup, depending upon the
fruit. Sugar and sirup help pre-
serve color and flaver, as well as
prolong the storage time of the’
frult. S

ABOUT 15,000 IN AREA
TO GET SOCIAL
SECURITY BOOST

About 15,000 people in the Oak:
land - Macomb County area will
receive higher social security pay-
ments early in October as a re-
sult of the social security amend-
ments which recently became ef-
fective.

‘Rex A. C. Atwood, manager of
the Pontiac social security office,
emphasized that no one feeds to
apply for the Increased payments.
“The Social Security Administra-
tion is already changing the
amounts,” he pointed out. “We
expect to get them changed in
time to have them {n the' mail
Ottober 3, the regular delivery
date, but it in a few cases we don't
meet that schedule we'll send the
regular check and make up the
difference in a later check.”

Mr. Atwood pointed out that al-
though nearly every family recelv-
ing payments would receive an
increase, the additional amount
would mnot always be divided
among all the members of the
tamily recelving ‘monthly checks.
In some cases the entire imcrease
will go to the retired worker.

Under the terms of the law,
most families will get an increase
of about $5; some will get less,
some will get more. A few bene-
tits now belng paid, ahd most of
those payeble in the future, will
be based on earnings after 1950
instead of after 1936. The amend-
ed law provides a new formula
for determining the amount of the
payments in these cases. Under
it, a retired worker's monthly
benefit would be 55% of the first
$100 of his average monthly earn-
ings plus 15% of the remainder
up to $300.

Beginning September 1, the new
law Increased to $76 a month in-|,
stead of $50 the amount of money
a beneficiary may earn and stlil
receive the monthly benefits.
