The County Court House propos-
al seeks authority to increase the
tax timitation in the County by
50c per $1.000 of assessed valu-
atlon as equalized for the years
1935 to 1974, to service not to
exceed $4.300.000 of bonds for
the construction of a court house
and office building in the City
of Pontiac.

City Drops Appeal
To Supreme Court
In Zoning Case

Permit To Be Issued
For. Home Building

The City Council. at a special
meeting Wednesday afternoon,
took action dropping its appeal
application to the State Supreme
Court in regard to the zoning de-
cision handed down by Circuit
Judge Frank Doty several weeks
ago. .

Previously the Council had de-
clared its intention to carry the
case of John L. Boren vs. the City
Zoning Board of Appeals afd the
Building Inspecter. to the higher
court. Judge Doty had ruled that
strict’ enforcement of the Zoning
ordinance in this cuse was unreas-
onable and had no bearing on the
.public health, safety. comfort and
general welfare of the city. The
Court also ruled that a Writ of
Mandamus would be issued against
the Building Inspector, compelling
him to issue a buliding permit
tor the continued:construction of
the house. The building is lo-
cated on the northwest corner of
Alta Loma and Liberty Streets.

THE COUNCIL: determined at
the special meeting that there was
no longer any possibility of.a sim-
ilar situntion occurring in the sub-
divislon. Judge Doty made it clear
in his ofticial decision that the
ruling concerned ouiy this par-
ticular case.
