SOUTHERN MICHIGAN
FARM ACRES TO BE
OPEN-FOR HUNTING

About 163,000 acres of south-
ern Michigan farm land will be
available to hunters this fall un-
der the Willlamstoa plan of coop-

erative land use.
Under the plag, a group of

tarmers whose lfnds adjoin org-
anize into a “Williamston Clud”
to manage hunting.

A limited number of hunters
is allowed on club Iands, but they
can range over the entire block
of club land after getting permis-
sion from any one of the farm
members.

Advantages to the farmer are

curbed and hunters must necessar-
fly be on their good behavior.

This year, 47 clubs will be avail-
able for hunters in the southern
part of the state. Information as
to locations of these clubs may
be obtained by writing the conser-
vation department’s game division
at Lansing 26.

Boundary signs, hunting tick-
ets and other materials are now
being printed and will be deliver-
ed to the clubs about October 10,
in advance of the general pheasant
season 0peping.
