Plants Need Help
In Cold Weather

“Hardy" mums don't always
survive cold weather unless you
help them. , Winter protection be-
comes routine, however, when you
understand their needs.

Poor drainage, plus water or lce
standing on plants, is one of the
worst hazatds to your chrysanthe-
mums. In Oregon, for instance,
where temperatures rarely drop
below freezing, winters are ralny.
There hobbyists often Hft cholca
mums and earry them over lo'.
cokl [rnmes 10 make sute they

severe climates, drainage fs
even more important.* E. CJ Leh-
man. Minnesota chrysanthemum
nurseryman, found it out the hard
way.

fle used to grow his plants in
rows up apd down a hillside. Ev-
ery winter the plants at the upper
end of the rows came through
fine, while those at the bottom
died. Now he plants on the con-
tour and each fall plows drain-oft
trenches between Tows, tossing
dirt over the plants.

Another cold weather hazand Is

alternate freezing. and thawing.
This breaks roots and, tosses the
nlants out on top of the ground
where they are exposed to sun,
wind and cold. Often it happens .
just as spring approaches, when
shoots have Stayed green and
ive-looking ajl winter.
The best prevention is to keep
plants constantly dormant by fn-
suhnnn and shading. Mounding
with earth helps in severe clim-
ates. The same is true of shading
with an airy mulch in both cold-
and warm-winter areas.

“Do's" and “don’ts” for mum
care during winter include: (1)
don't let ice and water stand o
plants, (2), don’t expose new
shoots to weather extremes, (3)

¢1do cut off and burn old tops each

fall. (4) do provide fast dralnage
by -digging ditches, and (5) do
maintain dormancy by shadlug
with a mulch, maybe mounding
with earth.

Facts are more powerful thapn
arguments.
