TIMBER, WILDLIFE
IMPROVES IN STATE

Michigan's public forests are
seeing belter use and better con-
servation of both timber and wild-
life now than ever before in the
history of the state.

This month, the Conservation
Commission approved plans for
harvesting a record 22,000,000
board feet of mature timber, val-
ued at $90,000.

Trees left in a forest too long
die, rot and go to waste. Contin-
uing Conservation Department
surveys of state forcsts show what
timber should be cut, what should
wait for later use.

The sales approved this month
will mean good and proper use of
a renewable public resource. Also,
money gained from the sales goes
into the public treasury.

Sales of public timber have been
increasing in recent years as long-
range surveys show what can and
should be harvested.

Wildlife also gains from the in-
creased cutting. Game research
has shown how deer and grouse,

for example, use forest opcnings,'

top cuttings and undergrowth that
follows timbering operations.
