At a special confercnce held
Monday evening in the Town Hall,
members of the Farmington Town-
ship Police Department emphatic-
:—denied that any member or
members of th Township Board in-
terferred with the conduct of their
enforcemert activities.
The conference was ¢alled by
Ernest Blanchard, Township Sup-
ervisor, in accordance with de-
mands, made by a number of fti-
zens, at the last regular Board
meeting. A.G. Leonard, Township
Attorney; Clayton Goers, treasur-
er; Fred Westlake, trustee; Irv-
ing Yakes, Police Chief; Thomas
Schriber, police officer: and Rus-
sell Conway attended the confer-
ence.
The demands for an investiga-
tion resulted from a report that
a police officer was reprimanded
by a member of the Township
Board after the officer had inform-
ed a pool hall owner that it was
against the law to allow minors in
 his place of business. At the last
meeting of the Board, Blanchard
agreed to examine the police rec-
“'ords to determine if there were

any grounds to the report. J

At the request of Leonard, Schri-
ber, who was on duty at the time
of the alleged incident, recounted
the events which occurred. . Yakes
also presented the police radio log
and day sheet to substantiate the
story. Schriber stated that on the
.afternoon of Monday, November
14, he had received a complaint
‘regarding minors frequenting a
pool hall in the Township. He
stated that on his way to the hall,
he stopped. at Justice Court to
‘check the age requirements for oc-
cupants of pool halls. He ad-
vised Justice Allen C. Ingle that
he had received the complaint and
was going over to talk to the own-
er regarding the matter. Ingle
went with Schriber to-the hall,
since Ingle had stated that he also

Two persol were fatally in-
jured in t\v:ﬂjseparalc auto acei-
dents in Farmington Township last
week.

Mary M. Claghorn, 46, of 140 Eu-
bank Street, Novi Township, was
killed instantly last Thursday
morning on Twelve Mile Road just
west of Farmington Road when
she was thrown from her auto af-
ter it had collided with a truck.

ACCORDING 1o police, Mrs.
Claghorn, who was traveling cast
on Twelve ‘Mile Road, apparently
ran off the highway and, in at-
tempting to get back on the road,
went into a skid. Her auto skid-
ded into-the path of a truck driven
by Robert A. Hoogerhyde of Claw-
son, proceeding west on Twelve
Mile. Following the impact, the
truck went into the ditch and roll-
ed over, as did Mrs. Claghorns
