Construction Company by Mr.: and
Mrs, Willard G. Adams for alleged
damages to their property in con-
nection with the construction of
the new sewer interceptor pump-
ing station.,

The pumping station, now being
constructed on Nine Mile Road just
south of Grand River, is locatéd on
a site recently purchased from
Mr. and Mrs. Adams. Thel site
is adjacent to: property presently
owned by the Adams. According to
the complaint, the defendants ap-
propriated a greater portion of the
property than was specified in the
sale. In addition they excavated
and piled dirt on the plaintiff’s land
causing ' considerable damage to

itrees and shrubbery. The Adams

also alleged that the defendants
built a road in and through their
property to service the construc-
tion to the pumping station.
According to the complaint, the
Adams are seeking damages in the
amount of §14,200. City officials
stated that they will file an answer
{0, the complaint in Circuit Court
within 15 days as prescribed by
law. The City's defense in the suit
has not been disclosed as yet since
the answer is now in the process
of preparation. Details of the an-
swer will be published as soon as it
is released by city officials and the
city attorney. i

Contract For New
Clarenceville H.S.

Work On Building
To Start Next Week *

The Clarenceville Board of Edu-
cation, at its regular mee{ing
Thursday, awarded the contract for
construction of the new high school
building to!the Wallace Construc-
tion Company of Farmington at
a bid price of $513,807.

The Wallace bid was the lowest
of nine proposals opened and read
by the Board at the Thursday meet-
ing. Officials stated that con-
struction of the initial unit is ex-
pected to get underway in about
10 days. According to the specifi-
cations thd contgghtor is allowed
300 days to complgte the project.
Barring ary unforfen events the
building should be ready for occu-
pincy by the opening of classes in
September; of 1957.

Officials stated that the first unit
will contain 15 classreoms in ad-
dition to a library, cafeteria, health
room and offices. Heating facili-
ties and office space will be suf-
ficient to take carc of future cx-
pansion of the bullding. The school
to be builtion the west side of Mid-
dlebelt opposile the present high
scheol, will initially house the sev-
enth and gighth grades.
