Ichneumon Fly
Aid, Not Harmful

If hordes of houseflies have been
bothering you this summer you'll
consider the ichneumen fly, at-
tacker and destroyer of other in-
‘sects, as a buddy - he not only
gets rid pf pests, but leaves you
along while doing it.
Manufacturers of pest controls
have known importance of ichneu-
mon flies for some .time because
of its work in the naturz! biological
elimination of undesirable insects
and the controlling of would-be
pests.

But in searching for data on ich-
neumon flies, the largest group
of prrasites (insects which prey
on other), it was learned that only
about 2,500 of the estimated 7,500
species in the U. S. and Canada
arec difinitely known to science.
A year ago the Dow Chemical
Company awarded a fiv e-year
grant to Phd. Henry K. Townes,
Jr., research associzte at the Mu-
seum of Zoology at The University
of Michigan, for basic research on
the -ichncumon fly. The National
Science Foundation also offered to
finance part of the study.

During the first year flies were
borrowed frem museums from all
parts of the U. S, and Canada
and now Dr. Toiwnes has specimens
of well over 3,000 North American
species which are still unknown to
science, as well as those already
noted in scientific literature.

He says: “Collecting the ichneu-
mon is not hard, but classifying
each new species is time consum-
ing and difficult because cach ene
must be checked with others that
share some of -its .characteristics.
Then a detailed descripf of ils
morphology, geographic gxstnbu

tion and ‘host’ insects Mqust be
written in such a manner so that
nl \vlll be useful to other research-

“\I:my people, even those in re-
search, find it difficuit to believe
that there arc morc differences
between closely related  species
than there are between .a Ford
nd Buick.
