Ways To Remove
Ink- Stams Given

Time was when soaking in mllk
was the accepted way to remove
spilled ink.

Nina Lou Baird of the Michigan
State University Cooperative Ex-
tersion Service says chemists at
the U.S. Department of Agriculture
have found that different types of
ink need different kinds of treat-
ment—milk isn't recommended for
any of them.

On washable fabrics, the safest
first step for all writing inks, ex-
cept those from ball point pens, is
to soak the stain in cool water for
30 minutes or as long as over-
night. Then, rub with soap or
detergent and wash in warm suds.

If the stain remains, use 2
chlorine bteach on all fabries ex-
cept wool, silk, v;garz and those

with special finishgs. Use sodium
perborate or a perborate bleach,
half a tablespoon to a cup of very
hot water, on‘fabrics with special
finishes.

If a yellow stain remains after
bleaching treat as a rust stain.
Must dyes on washable fabrics are

fast to these bleaches. Be safe,
however, and test the fabric first.

A more wide spread theory
is that the name was given by the
Iroquois to Lﬁ':levlndlans in sonte
derision becausé— of their- promi-
nent eyes, which characteristic
reminded the Iroquois of that im
mal. .

There-seems to have been some
uncertainty regarding the name.of
Lake Ontario. Fr..Brebeuf in his
“Relation” of 1635.refers to_this
body of water as. the. Lake of.the
Hiroquois., Fr. Lalemant in 1641 re-
fers to it by its present.name, On-
tario, said to mean ‘“‘beautiful
lake'," Professor Walton concludes.
