This branch of the Wayne
County Library is suffering
from a book shortage, and with
insufficlent funds to cure it.
This shortage means that the
County Jail's prisoners -— aver-
aging over 800 — are prevented
in substantial degree from in-
dulging their favorite enter-
taipment — reading.

“Willlam Burns, ths Wayne
Connty’s Library Alde at the
Jall, tells me that the prison-
ers, like most readers, go- for
fiction first,” sald Sheriff Bu-
back, “Not too ironlcally, per-
haps, detective stories are top
