The old idea that water
should be withheld from ath-
letes durlng workouts has
long since been disproved.
In fact, it's necessary to re-
place water lost through,
sweating to prevent heat ex-
haustion. This is best done by
occasional drinks of  small
amounis of water, perhaps

half a glass.

Salt needs to be replaced
datly, particularly during the

acclimatization period. Extra
nlﬁ.ng of food within the
bounds of taste will accomplish
this. Salt tablets, particularly on
an empty stomach, can be irri-
tating and may be poorly ab-
sorbed. Adding one: teaspoon of
salt to six quarts of water used
for drinking during hot-weather
workouts offers another &p-

oach. .

Frequent rest periods dur-
ing hot weather workouts are
recommended. ches are
urged to watch players closely
for signs of lethargy, inatten-
tion, stupor, awkardpess or
unusual fatigue. Symptoms
of water and salt depletion
may include headache, nausea,
hallucinations and weak and
rapld pulse.
