Keep Fuels,
Flammables
In Containers

Americans nowadays have to
be more fire safety-conscious
than ever before. One reason is
that so many families have
power lawn mowers and out-
board motors stored in either
the basement or garage, and
this means there is always fuel
stored where it could - cause
trouble. Starter fluids for char-
coal grills also present fire
hazards.

Flash fires are frequently
started because gas or oil or
other combustible fluids are
stored.

All motors should be dralned
before they are put away for the
season: All gasoline, kerosene,
turpentine and other flammable
flulds should be stored in Jeak-
proof metal containers, such as
galvanized steel fuel cans, and
kept away from heating units
and power tools.

If possible, these fluids
should be kept in the garage or
tool shed to lessen the possi-
bility of 2 bouse fire. A proper-
ly designed steel fuel can is
equipped wit a screw type cap
and pouring spout' to confine
dangerous fumes.

Such fumes can easily- be ig-
nited by a lighted cigaret or
electrical . short circuit. It
doesn’t take much to start a
costly fire.
