The trains to come off Jan-
uary 4 are Train No. 14, which
leaves Grand Rapids for Lan-
sing* and Detroit, at 7:30 am.,
and Train No. 15, which leaves
Detroit at 5:20 p.m., for the re-
turn trip.

Not affected by the January 4
action would be Train No. 11,
which leaves Detroit for Lan.
sing and Grand Rapids at 8:30
am, and Train No. 12, which
leaves Grand Rapids on the re-
turn trip at 3.30 p.m.
