Judge Permits
Pumping Again

On Wednesday, Nov. 25, Oak-
land County Circuit Judge
Philip Pratt lifted the tempor-
ary restraining order he had
imposed on the pumping opera-
tion being carried on in Farm-
ington Township's Meadowbrook
Hills Subdivision, by the Shelby
Const. Co. That pumping, neces-
sary to the construction of the
Tarabusi Sewer, bas caused a
number of wells to go dry in
the subdivision.

At the same time, Judge Pratt
ruled that those whose wells
have gone dry may sue the
Township and the County for
damages. He also directed the
Township to deliver sanitary
water to, and pick up garbage
from the subdivision.

Robert Steadman, lawyer for
Stan Edwards, one of the water-
less residents, urged that Shelby
be restrained from pumping un-
il water lines can be brought in.
During the period in which the
restraining order has been in
effect one of the wells has come
back into operation.

court, the Judge called Stead-
man and Township Attorney
Joseph T. Brennan into his
chambers for another hour.

Recovery, Inc., is an interna-
tional organization which em-]
ploys a systematic self-help
method. It is not necessary to
have been hospitalized or under
the care of a psychiatrist in or-
der to take part in Recovery
meetings. .

Recovery, Inc. does not sup-
plant the physician. Recogniz-
ing limitations as lay people Is
part of the leader's training. At
every Recovery meeting it is
made clear that leaders are not
physicians or authorities or ex-
perts in any sense of the word.

Recovery training deals only
with that portion of a person'’s
life where he is expected to
practice “self-leadership.” Each
member is required to follow the
authority of his own doctor or
other professional. ~
