Bear in
mind |that identification of-
fered can be frandulent too,
jdentification should be
noted dn the back of the check
for reference if necessdry for
investigation later.

Your Child's
Homework

Because of the new mathe-
matics, the new chemistry, and
the new English grammar,
many parents feel incapable of
checking the quality of their
child's homework. These courses
appear new, different, and dif-
ficult. Nevertheless an excellent
parental check can be accom-
plished quite easily and very
rapidly.

Parents can obtain a fairly

adequate check of the quality
of their child's work by check-
ing the quantity that fs pro-
duced in the homework effort.
For most there Is a

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relationship between quantity
and quality. Most teachers, for
example, notice that the better
themes tend to be longer. The
poorer themes tend to be ab-
breviated. Like mast rules there
are exceptions. But there is
value in.itself in checking the
child’s work, It indfcates par-
ental interest.

The reason why a quanti-
tative check will ustally
work Is that it takes a little
knowledge on the part of the
child to write five sentences
or more in answering the av-
erage question. Moreover If
a certaln amount of time and
effort is required of the child,
he will usually atiempt to do
a good job since he must ex-
yend the energy anyway.

To facilitate this method of
homework checking, the parent
might encourage the child to
maintain a separate notebook
for each course. Properly done
the notebook. should be an ob-
ject of pride and accomplish-
ment. A table of contents can be
constructed and expanded as
new assignments are com-
pleted. A page should be pro-
vided so that the class asslgn-
ments are written down right
in the eclassroom. Parents and

Parents might also check the
neatness of the child’s work.
Thete is a definite relationship
between quality and neatness.
The {poorest work frequently is
illegible and characterized by
poor handwriting. While good
students sometimes possess
poor handwriting, this writer
has lyet to see a poor reader
who' possesses adequate hand-
writing. Although there are
motor .determinants and prob-
lems of small muscle coordina-
tion that .affect handwriting
ability, the important fact Is
that! the student who turns In
illegible work s advertising
himgelf as a poor student in
terms pf probability.

‘There are added values in,

encouraging neatness and
quantity. Three characteristies
that identify the poor student
on all levels are a short atten-
tlon span, an inadequate sense
of tlosure, and particularly a
lack of persistence. The re-
verse is true for the good stu-
dent. When the parent encour-
ages legibility and quantity in
homework, he is encouraging
the. development of attentive
cualities, closure, and the qual-
ity of.persistence—factors that
help to identify the gifted
child. | .

LANSING—Are studded tires
which - help to keep cars from
skidding and sliding in Michi-
gan's rough winters illegal bere
in_the state?

Well, most officials_including
Secretary of State James M.
Harg think so. But Hare said
he wold ask the attorney gen-
eral to rule on them to get a
“clearicut decision” on the mat-

tery o B

Tare, chairman of the Michi-
gan' State Safety Commission,
said that his offices had re-
ceived reports of Michigan deal-
ers sseiling studded tires. “How-
ever, | Michivan -law appears
quite :specific in the matter,”
Hare ofed, “ <nd on the basis
of our law, they may have to,
be outlawed in the state”’

Hare said he personeally
thousht the studded tires were
a “definite safety ald” and
would be of help in” driving on’
icy and snow-covered roads.

Michigan law prohibits studs’
or other devices on tires, Hare
said. Wires are permitted, pro-
viding they do not exceed .075
inches in diameter.

The studs in question are
made of tungsten carbide and
covered with steel or plastic.
They are Inserted with a pres-
sure gun into holes molded into
the' tire and cost about $10
more:than the average tire.
