Lost Cat Returns

+ Bo pleasant indeed was this
home life that it served tfo
keep him om an almost unbe-
lievable journey back home-
almost 250 miles! Last Labor
Day the Goltra family helidayed
as usual, with the two cats and
their dog at Grayling; Michi-
gan. When they got ready to
leave, Squeaky was gone and
could not be found. Searching
until the last minute, they fin-
ally had to leave without kim,
and begin the tearful journey
home.

‘Two months later, at the
‘Ten Mile School, Judson Jr.
saw him. Squeaky is a rather
elzganl looking cat, with soft
fur like his long haired Per-
< slan mn(h:r, and ginger mark-
iggs on his snow white body,
so Judson knew that this was
bis cat. He told the principal
and received permisslon to
get him, but when he went
outside he had disappeared.
Again the family was plunged

dismay.

But later Kittie Lou, while
riding a bike saw several chil-
drep carrying a cat in 2 box.
She ran and got her mother
and sure enough, Mrs. Golira
identified Squeaky. When he
finally entered the door and
saw at long last Missy the
boxer, and his brother Tide,
