Here are some key. points to

look for in selecting a roller,
or set of rollers,
. First, what's it made of?
Newest trend in roller cover-
ings is to the synthetic fibers
— among them, Dynel, a mod-
acrylic fiber.

..... Second questlon to ask is:
How long is the nap? This has
nothing to do with sleeping on
the job! It refers to the length
of the individual fibers on the
roller caver.

‘The length of the nap de-
termines the wicking capaclity
of. the roller and how much
paint it can hold ready to;roll
on. The right length varies
with the surface to be painted.

Long-nap fibers (five-elghths
of an inch and over) are rec-
ommended for rough-textured
surfaces; short-nap (one-
quarter inch or less)* or stand-
ard-nap (three-eighths to one-
half inch) for smoother sur-
faces. *

rollers are designed.to give
optimum performance on any-

1t can be installed tight over
old walls — over brick, stone,
stucco, clapboard or shingles.
Installation is done with non-
staining nalls in colors: to
match the sldlng.

‘When properly installed, the
wall needs no attention or
servicing other than perhaps
an occaslonal sudsing to re-
move surface dirt.

Mineral fiber panels are
available in 12 Inch by 24 inch
and other sizes, with a choice
of deeply embossed colors and
textures ranging from bril-
liant pastels to deeper decora-
tor shades.
