HARDY WATERLILIES may
be.left in the pool during the
winter if it is deep enmough
that the roots will not freeze.

Small pools may be drained
and the waterlilies covered
with straw or leaves to pre-
vent freezing, or they may be
stored in a cool frost-free base-
ment or garage.

‘The tropical waterlilies are
sometimes grown in this area,
but generally the gardeners do
not try to keep the plants from
year to year. Instead new
young plants are purchased
each year and set out after the
water has warmed to a tem-

j perature of 70 degrees.
